How to Find Us  Creaton is situated on the A5199 8 miles north of Northampton.  The Green is accessed from Violet Lane, on the right as you head north out of the village, sign posted Cottesbrooke.





Creaton in Bloom is a fundraising event held on the first Sunday in June.  Houses in the village very generously open up their beautiful gardens to the public in exchange for a single entrance fee, which gives access to as many of the gardens as you wish.  Proceeds will go toward the upkeep of the mediaeval St Michael's and The Angels CofE church in the village.
